Carbonado School District Internet Use Contract                     Grade ________________

Network Code of Conduct and Contract 10-11

Use of the network, which includes the local Carbonado School District computer network, as well as the Internet, shall be used in support of education and research that is consistent with the mission of the district.  Internet use is limited to those students whose parents have signed this contract.  Parents, please discuss each aspect of the agreement below with your son or daughter.  If you have any questions about this contract’s terminology, please feel free to contact Mr. King at the school (360-829-0121 ext 15 or 30).

The student agrees to:
1.  Be ethical and courteous.  Defamatory, harassing or obscene mail or discriminatory remarks are not allowed on the network.

2.  Treat information created by others as the private property of the creator.  Respect copyrights.

3.  Use the network to access only educationally relevant material.  Myspace, and chat rooms are examples of non-educational access.  If you have questions about this, please contact Mr. King or teacher you are working with. Use for commercial purposes is prohibited.

4.  Protect your e-mail password from others.  E-mail may only be used before or after school, by permission only.
5.  Take care of computer hardware and software.  It should not be destroyed, modified or abused in any way.

6.  Refrain from “hacking” the system.

7.  Respect the privacy of others.  Use only your password on the network.

8.  Not share personal information about oneself over the Internet and e-mail.

9.  Not use the network to access or process inappropriate materials or to download files dangerous to the integrity of the network is prohibited. Transmission of material, information, or software in violation of any

district policy or federal, state or local law or regulation is prohibited.  If a student accidentally views or downloads inappropriate material, they must notify a faculty or staff member immediately.
10.  Not use the internet unless under supervision by a school staff.

11.  Not bring outside CD’s, iPods, or other data storage devices into the classroom or computer lab unless directed by the teacher.

12.  Here are some guidelines needed in order to maintain the proper use of the computers. Students need to be reminded that ALL teachers and administrators have the ability to monitor all of the computers in the district.


a.  If students have some free time, here are examples of activities they can do on the computer.  


i. Work on other classroom projects such as “moodle” or reports.

ii. Play constructive, logical or spatial games such as chess, sim city, etc.  If a   

    student is not sure of which game they can play, they should get permission 

    from their teacher.

b. Activities on the computer, which are prohibited:

i.  No “youtube”, “facebook”, “my space” or any other questionable programs unless 

    directly instigated by the teacher.

ii. No online e-mailing unless directly instigated by the teacher

iii. No internet surfing, which does not directly correlate with a classroom

     activity.  (example: vampire sites, etc.) 

I have read the above with my student and we agree that if the above is violated in anyway, the student will automatically lose all computer and/or on-line privileges.

My child  ____________________________________________has my permission to go on-line at Carbonado School.  I understand that this will open up new ground, both in research and activities for him/her.  I also understand that there has been some care taken to make sure that it is safe for my child to browse on-line.  The teacher, student, and the filter system “Webscence” will help make this possible.  My child and I have read the safety rules together.  My child understands them and will follow them to the best of his/her ability.
